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On June 14, 2022, EPA staff members Dean Maraldo, and Joan Rogers traveled to Cahokia
Heights (City) and observed locations in Cahokia Heights that have had previous Sanitary Sewer
Overflows (SSOs) or where the City has to manually operate a lift station. EPA notified the City

of the activities prior to the trip.

No photos were taken.
