In honor of Deputy Julie Ann Bridges and Sergeant Joseph
Ossman, [ hereby direct the flags of the United States and the State of Florida to be flown at half-staff at the
Hardee County Sheriff’s Office in Wauchula, Florida, Hardee Correctional Institution in Bowling Green,
Florida, the Florida Department of Corrections Headquarters in Tallahassee, Florida, the County Courthouse in
Hardee County, Florida, City Hall in Wauchula, Florida, and City Hall in Sebring, Florida from sunrise to
sunset on Saturday, September 16, 2017.
